maintain combat readiness but also have great moral significance. The
standard US field kitchen in World War Il could serve 150-180 people. These
kitchens were part of a company’s structure but often combined into larger
battalion kitchens. They were typically located away from direct combat lines,
deeper in the rear, which eased the supply of provisions. Food preparation
relied on M-1937 field stoves, which ran on liquid fuel. These versatile stoves
allowed for frying, baking, or stewing various dishes-even pies. Cooks strived
to provide soldiers with hot meals at least twice daily. While most of the food
was hearty and calorie-rich, American soldiers occasionally enjoyed treats like
roast turkey when possible.

Read the instructions thoroughly prior to assembly. Each companent is numbered. Adhere to specified
sequence of assembly. Toals required: knife and file for removal of compenents from frame; rubber band,
adhesive tape and clothes pegs for clamping compenents together after applying adhesive. Clean
plastic components in a mild detergent solution and allow to air-dry sa that paint and transfers adhers
better. Prior to applying adhesive, check to see whether the components fit together; apply adhesive
sparingly. Remove chrome and paint from the contact surfaces. Paint small components before
removing them from the frame. Allow paint to dry well, and only then continue to assemble. Cut out
each transfer individually and immerse in warm water for approx. 20 seconds. Slide transfer off paper
and into designated position, then press on with blotting paper.
