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M-10 DESTROYER

In WWI, tanks were mainly used as fire support and provide mobile cover for advancing foot soldiers. For same
reason, the performance of tanks were often limited due to slow movement of infantry and the full potential and the
destructive power of tanks in the battle field were never fully realized. Seeing this potential threat, the US armed Force
realized the need for a defensive vehicle with massive firepower to protect infantry against enemy tanks in future
battlefields. As a result, “Tank destroyer” is being developed. This concept is different from the UK doctrine to combine
speed and protective armor only for their “Infantry Tank” concept.

In December, 1941, M7 76.2mm gun was adopted to a M4A2 and was assigned as T-35. It adopted the basic T-34
design with a open top turret. This design allows lower overall height while the sloped sides will help to deflect incoming
rounds. In June, 1942, the basic shape was changed from roundel to a pentagon with extra armor at rear of turret as
counter weight. The design was redesigned as M10 and from Sept, 42 to Dec, 43, 4993 M10s were produced.

In March, 43, the M10 had it's first baptize in Tunisia, North Africa and subsequently entered service in the
Pacific,Italian and European campaign. Improvements are constantly made to include the use of the M4A3 chassis
M10A1. Later on, the M10 was upgraded to have motor driven turret mechanism. For a batter match for the Axis tanks,
a 90mm main gun version, M36 was developed in July, 44. Earlier M10 were stripped and used as prime movers for
heavier field artiliary. Out side of the US armed forces, approximately 3,000 M10 were supplied to UK, France as well as
other Allied countries and many remain in service long after VWVII.
