Allow paint to dry thoroughly before
handling parts.

* Any unused parts may be discarded.
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DECAL APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

. Cut desired decal from sheet.
Dip decal in water for a few seconds.
. Place wet decal on paper towel.

. Place decal in position on model, face up
and slide backing away.

. Press out air bubbles with a soft damp cloth.

. Milkiness that may appear is for better decal
adhesion and will dry clear. Wipe away any
excess adhesive.

. Do not touch decal until fully dry.

Allow the decals 48 hours to dry before

applying clear coat.

NOTE: Decals are compatible with

setting solutions or solvents.

. Wait until decal is movable on paper backing.
