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Description

A. F-8E (s/n 150914, BuNo 106). During Vietnam deployment from December 6, 1965 to August 1, 1966.
B. F-8E (s/n 150336, BuNO 00). CDR Jack Monger (august 1967).

C. F-8E (s/n 150351, BuNo 102). CDR R.B. RUTHERFORDs (1967).

D. F-8E (s/n 150859, BuNo 107). LCDR Tim Hubbard (21 guly 1967) Shot down a DRV Air Force MiG-17 with a Zuni missile.
F-8E was loaded for suppression anti-aircraft missile systems consisting of 6 ZUNI and AIM-9 missiles. In the ensuing air battle.
LCDR Hubbard unsuccessfully fired his guns at the attacking MiG-17. because his only AIM-9 didn't get off the rails. He decided to fire
a salvo of Zuni missiles. without the initial LCDR salvo, Hubbard fired the remaining Zuni, which exploded close enough to the MiG to cause
critical damage.

E. F-8E (s/n 150923, BuNo 110). LCDR Marhall Mo Wright (1 may 1967) Shot down a MiG-17 of the DRV Air Force with a Zuni missile.
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
