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One of the most distinguished Aces of WWII on Spitfire fighters was the
Australian pilot C.R. Caldwell. During 1941-1943 Group Captain
C.R. Caldwell has made 496 sorties and was confirmed with 27 enemy
aircraft destroyed and 3 shared destroyed. He became most successful
among the Australian pilots of WWII. i

Clive Robertson Caldwell was Betron July 28 1910 in Sydney. In Aprll,
1940 he has entered to Royal Australian Air Force (RAAF) and in January,
1941 has finished training as fighter pilot, having received a rank Pilot
Officer .

Soon he has arrived in Egypt, where began a service in No 250
Squadron RAAF. The maiden victory he has gained on June 26, 1941 on a
Tomahawk |1B fighter, having knocked down German Bf 109F. On January
6, 1942 he was assigned by a commander of No 112 Squadron known as
«Shark» because of nose arts on Tomahawk and Kittyhawk fighters. Till
April, 1942 Caldwell has shot down above Northern Africa 17 German and
3 Italian aircraft (including cavaliers of a Rittercreuz W. Lippert and
E. von Kageneck), becoming the best allied pilot on this theatre and having
deserved a nickname «Killer».

In January, 1943 he was directed to Australia, where has accepted a
command by No 1 Fighter Wing in Darwin. Here he on a Spitfire fighter has
shared in combats against Japanese aircraft making raids on Northern
Australia. Till August 20, 1943 he has gained 7 victories.

In April, 1944 C.R. Caldwell receives a command of No 80 Fighter Wing
on Spitfire Mk.VIl| fighters.

During WWII Clive Robertson Caldwell was awarded with a DFC & Bar
and DSO.

Correct Method for Applying Decals

Clean model surface with wet cloth.

Cut each design out of decal sheet and dip them in warm
water for 20 seconds.

Check with finger tip if design is loose on base paper. If so,
place it on proper position on model and slide off base paper
leaving design on model.

Move design to exact position with wet finger tip, and push out
excess water and air bubbles under decal with soft cotton cloth.

When decals get dry, wipe off with wet cloth excess glue left
around decals.
