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(HISTORKAL BACKROUND)

To realize the desire for a long-range aircraft that could
accompany bombers to target and back. defending the
bombers from enemy fighters all the while. the constru-
ction of BF110 prototype began in the summer of 1935,
and on May 12th. 1936 the lean, attractive monoplane
made ifs maiden flight by the test pilot, Ru-colph Opitz,
powered by two 900 h.p. Daimler Benz DB600 engines.
Two Bf-110B models were built with the DB-600 engine.
In 1938. quantity production was ordered. It was fitted
with the new DB-601 engine of 1,000 h.p. each. A total
of 237 Bf-110's were operational with Luftwaffe units
by the end of 1939. They were the forerunners of the
Blitzkrieg against Poland. In support of the German
Army, they flew ahead to destrov the Polish airfields
and lines of communication. They were also used in
the Battle of France and the Low Countries with great
success. In the “Battle of Britain”, the Bf-110C’s took
a terrible beating at the hands of the R.A.F. Spitfire
and Hurricanes. They were soon forced to withdraw
from the bomber escort role they were originally
designed for. During 1940, a total of 1,100 aircraft were
delivered to the Luftwaffe, but from this date, production
declined. The Bf-110D was similar to the “C"” model
but had improved range A langstrecken Zestorer Bf110D-
1/R1 which was appeared in 1940 futured a large non-
jettisonable fuel tank faired into the underside of the
forward fuselage. Bf110D-2 could carry two 500kgs
bombs and two 900 liters jettisonable drnp tanks in
maximum overload condition. Bfl10D-3 was intended
secially for lon-range shipping escort tasks and carried
two 900 liters drop tanks beneath the outer wing panels.
and two ETC500kg bombs beneath the fuselage.

The Bf-110E was a fighter bomber, and bomb racks
were fitted to the outer wing. The Bf-110F was fitted
with DB-601F engines of 1,300 hp. Rocket armament
was included in the model. Production of the Bf-110G
began in April 1942. It was used for a variety of fighter,
recon, and night fighter roles. The total Bf-110 produc-
tion for World War II numbered 5,762 aircraft. The
Bf-110 "Jaguar” bomber moder had a glassed-in nose
for a bombardier, but it was only an experimental
model, and only a few were duilt.
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The Bf1l0c, had a 53 ft. 3 in. wingspan,
was powered by two inverted 1,050 h.p.
Daimler Benz DB601A liquid-cooled V-12,
giving it a top speed of 336 m.p.h. at
19,000 feet and an absolute ceiling of
32,000 feet. Generally its armament con-
sisted of two nose-mounted 20mm MG FF
machine guns. Only one 7.9mm MG 15
gun was used for rearward firing.
