The GBU-8 i1s a TV guided
bomb maodified from the Mk84. It has a TV camera in the nose and the bomb is led to the
target locked on, being contiolled by the tail fins

The GBU-10 is a laser guided bomb also modified from the Mk&4.

It has a laser seaker in the nose and the bomb follows the laser pulse reflected from the
target illuminated by the lasdr beam from a laser designator (Pave Knife Pod, Pave Spike
Pod, etc). The GBU-15 TV |guided bomb, an improved version of the GBU-8, has more
gliding capability than other types, and can be launched from a farther distance.
