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The Mk.11 was the final Mark of Chieftain used by the British Army and in many ways it was the Ultimate Chieftain, had the cold war continued there were plans to upgrade the entire Chieftain fleet to Mk.11
status but the collapse of the Soviet Union meant that only 324 were ever upgraded. During the 1980’s it was realised that Chieftain was becoming outdated and that the latest generation of soviet weapons
had been designed specifically to defeat the Chieftains Armour this led to the development of the Stillbrew up armouring package designed by RARDE which radically reshaped the turret front and gave
protection against the new soviet weapons but did not degrade the performance of the Tank to any noticeable degree. 23 Base workshops in Witter West Germany began fitting Stillbrew upgrade packs in
1986 as vehicle came in for base overhatil.

A new and greatly improved NBC system was also fitted. Alongside these improved protection upgrades major changes were also made to Chieftains Gunnery equipment, The Tank laser sight (TLS)
Improved Fire Control System (IFCS) and Muzzle Reference System (MRS) were all tied into the new Thermal Observation and Gunnery System (TOGS) which replaced the outdated Infra Red searchlight
with a state of the art passive thermal imaging system which is still in use today on Challenger 2. TOGS Proved itself in the Gulf war when fitted to Challenger 1and is considered the best Tl system in the
waorld and a battle winner. Fitting this system to the Chieftain Mk.11 gave the tank a full night fighting capability and vastly increased the effective range of the improved L11 A5 120mm main gun which
achieved first round kills at ranges beyond 3500 meters. The only negatives of the TOGS installation the loss of the contra rotating ability of the commander’s cupola and storage space for 4 projectiles.
Awell trained Chieftain Mk.11 crew would consistently outperform those of the then new Challenger 1 on annual gunnery training and it is a widely held belief amongst ex Chieftain MK.11 Crewmen that if
they had been chosen for the 1987 CAT trophy it would not have been the disaster it turned out to be for the British Army. Continued development of the infamous L60 Engine meant that by the time of the
Mk.11 the engine was somewhat more reliable and if used regularly as at BATUS gave little trouble although nothing it seemed to could stop the engine producing clouds of dense black smoke.

The Chieftain Mk.11 continued in front line service until 1995. It is fitting that the Final regiment issued with the Chieftain was the 1st Royal Tank Regiment which had conducted the user trails for the Chieftain
in 1962
