Combat weight was 68
tons, tank was equipped a modified 1050 hp shipboard diesel engine, and a
highway speed of up to 60 km/h. The tank was armed with a 130 mm gun
and eight machine guns, including two large-caliber 14.5 mm KPVTs. The
five-man crew was protected by 150 mm thick armor with rational angles
of inclination to ensure ricochet of enemy shells. The IS-7 was not adopted
by the Soviet Army — only a few prototypes were built — but manyof the
technical solutions tested on it were implemented in other combat vehicles.
