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M3/5 Stuart light tanks were deployed in mass number in every battle front during the world war two, however limited by its
own conception of designing to supporting the infantry and being the role of cavalry, it has narrow compartment space, its own
46.75 inches turret ring can not be fitted in with more larger caliber cannon, the 37mm main gun and engine has been proved
insufficient during the battle in north Africa, so after the campaign in north Africa, the role of the light tanks were constrained in
recon and covering missions!

In January 1941 U.S.A army has began to search the project to replace Stuart light tanks, a prototype named T7 which
equipped with traditional suspension Vertical Volute Spring Suspension briefed as VVSS, and once armed with 37mm,57mm
during the testament, the final prototype armed with 76mm cannon got its own official name"M7"on August 1942,but it weighted
nearly 25 tons, it is too heavy for light tank, so that it is reconsidered as the middle tank!M7 was in limited production till March
1943.

In April 1943 U.S.A. army department request Cadillac Car Sector to research for their new project of light tanks limited under
20tons,the code of the prototype named T24,its chassis adopted with newly developed torsion bar suspension system, armed
with M6 75mm main gun which revised form the gun equipped on B-25H bomber,M6 main gun can also use the ammunition the
same as M4 tank, but it only got half the weight as M3 main gun which used by M4. T24 don't have the turret basket, and its
original design only got 4 crews, the radio operator have to climb into the turret to serve as the loader during the fight, sooner
it is recesigned into five crews, after WW2 with the improvement of the radio, the radio operator no longer needed, so some of
M24 were modified into 4 crews again! On the end of 1943,the army authority were satisfied by the performance of T24,sooner
it was put into the mass production totaled 4415 were made from March 1944 till August 1945 , and got its official code M24 in
July 1944,

In November 1944 the first shipment of M24s arrived at Europe, they were put into the fight in "Ardennes Offensive" for the
first Sme, they matched to strength with German panzers by their 75mm main gun. Meanwhile some of M24s were also supplied
o British army due to "Lend_Lease Program", followed by British army tradition. M24 was named after "Adna Romanza Chaffee,
Je* as Chaffee the "Father of the Armored Force of U.S.A". M24 light tank is considered as the best light tank ever used in
WWZ by its good fire power and armor.

in July 1950 the north Korea army launch large scale assault toward south Korea, four of M24 companies which belonged to
4 gfferent infantry divisions garrisoned in Japan were shipped to southern Korea in emergency , they became the first armor
forces of US.A to engage Northern Korean army, when confronting with the T34/85 tanks of Northern Korean army, the M24s
were no match to T34/85 for their weak armor and poor fire power , all the M24s could do is to slow down the invasion speed
of Northern Korean army. When more heavy tanks finally arrived at the frontline, M24 no longer served as the role of main
battle tank but served as the recon unit.
