During W.W.II both hostile sides tried to archive technical superiority over fighter
aeroplanes of the adversary. This lead to an unremitting development of new and
more efficient versions of fighters. This trend dit not even avoid Focke Wulf Fw 190.
The original Fw 190A was driven by the radial engine BMW 801. The rise of Fw
190D-9 version was joined with mouting the in-line engine Jumo 213 instead of the
the radial BMW 801 engine, together with the extention of the fuselage. Kur Tank, the
designer of Focke Wulf company continued however in the development of new
variants driven by Jumo 213 and later also DB 603 engines. Above the only paper”
version Fw 190D-10 built were as prototypes or in small series the version D-11. D-
12, D-13 with Jumo 213 engine and D-14 and D-15 with DB 603 engine. The version
Fw 190D-13/R-11 differed from the version D-9 by the VS 10 propeller, the Jumo
213F engine, the air intake, engine cowling and armament. As it was intended as a so
called bad weather fighter, it was equipped with the PKS-12 autopilot (therefore the
designation R-11 after the oblique stroke), radionavigation system Hermine and
heated windshield. The production was realized at the firm Roland, for speeding up
the manufacture part of the Fw 109A-8/F-8 airframes were used. The machines got
series number starting 836 000. About thirty produced machines were operationally
applied at II/JG 26. One of the machines, the yellow 10 is preserved up to the present
day and perfectly reconstructed is exhibited in Champlin Fighter Museum in USA.

Tento trend se nevyhnul ani Focke Wulfu Fw 190,
Pavodni Fw 190A byl pohanén hvézdicovym motorem BMW 801. Vznik verze Fw
190D-9 byl spojen s montaZi fadového motoru Jumo 213 misto hvézdicového BMW
801, spolu s prodlouzenim trupu. Kurt Tank, konstruktér firmy Focke Wulf viak
pokracoval ve vyvoji novych variant pohanénych motorem Jumo 213 a pozdgji i DB
603. Pres pouze ,.papirovou‘verzi Fw 190D-10 byly stavény prototypové nebo v
malych sériich verze D-11, D-12, D-13 s motorem Jumo 213 a D-14 a D-15 s
motorem DB 603. Verze Fw 190D-13/R-11 se odli%ovala od verze D-9 vrtuli VS 10,
motorem Jumo 2 13F, nasavacem vzduchu, kapotou motoru a vyzbroji, Protoze §lo o
tzy. stihacku pro §patné pocasi, byla vybavena autopilotem PKS 12 (proto oznadeni
R-11 za lomitkem), radionavigadnim systémem Hermine a vyhfivanym &elnim
Stitkem.
