The first day of liberation of Europe - “Operation Overlord”

In 1944, Europe was still in the grip of Hitler's Nazi Germany: to the west was Spain, which declared its
neutrality throughout World War I, while to the east were the roaring Russian forces. From the south
the allied forces of United States and United Kingdom were rushing northbound along Italy which
had already surrendered in 1943, but very rough terrain was delaying them

England, stood firm, denying the German’s air assaults. England was a great basecamp for the allied
forces of the USA, Free France, Netherlands, Poland, etc. and it was very clear that their troops were
planning for a full-scale invasion of northern France. The issue was when, and where the invasion
would take place.

Two options were possible: Pas-de-Calais near Belgium would be the shortest move for the allies
while Normandy would be the second feasible location for the invasion troops to land and advance
inland. Every effort to deceive German intelligence had been made, and as a result they did not know
what was happening until the afternoon of “D-Day”.

With much human effort and a great deal of
luck, the invasion - “Operation Overlord”
began on June 6, 1944. This was a shocking
bolt out of the blue for the German forces,
and chaos followed.

Each operational sector, had a name such as
Utah, Omaha, Gold, Juno, and Sword. They
were bombarded with shellfire and rockets
from hundreds of navy vessels and over a
thousand aircraft provided cover for the
landing troops. In only one day, over 87,000
troops landed on the beachhead of
Normandy where German general Rommel

“Crowded” sky

The sky was destined to be crowded by every

kind of aircraft of the allied forces: Fighters to
eliminate the greatest threat — the German
Luftwaffe, While attackers and bombers were
to take out any targets that would threaten
the ground forces, transporters and gliders

that would carry over 50,000 airborne troops.

Any enemy planes, among these allied
aircraft of over one thousand, would be in

big trouble and would have to be capable of '

identifying friends and foe at a slightest
glance. An order to paint white and black
stripes on the wings and fuselages of every
allied aircraft had been placed, only one day
before D-day. These “Invasion stripes” were
applied with every tool available, and it
tended to be quite rough rather than neat
and clean.

In actual action, however, there was almost no Axis air threat over Normandy airspace, partly because of
the bad weather. Only a few cases of ‘aircraft action without the stripes’ were reported and claimed that
day, and they include the famous Luftwaffe ace, Josepf Priller, the commander of JG26, who had
scrambled with his own wingman and made a strafing run on British forces at Sword beach... and
returned to his base unharmed! Also another couple of attacks by Luftwaffe aircraft have been claimed,
but the results had no influence on the operation

To inland, France

In the early morning of D-day, over 50,000 airborne troops were landing behind German lines to secure
key points for following troops, and created a vast disorder. This resulted in the German'’s counterattack
being less organized and less successful. The landed troops had been advancing inland but the woods
