10, an experimental fighter unit,
where various S/E and T/E fighters were modiefied for night service and
tested. He later moved to NJG 11. He shot down total 8 bombers in the
night. His Fw 190 A-8/R11 was equiped with FuG 217 J-2 Neptun
radar and landing light on left half of the wing.
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
