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In 1940, the US Army largely used the M2A4 light tank, which equipped with a 37mm gun, to
carry out reconnaissance and mobile spearhead duties. At the same time, the German Army
distinguished themselves with blitz offensive, encouraged the US Army on the development on tanks.
In 1941, the M3 light tank, upgraded from M2A4, started to mass production. The major improvements
were thicker armor, modified suspension and new gun recoil system. Under lend-lease act, the
British Army and the Soviet Union received those tanks to against the Germany Army. In U.S. Army
service, the M3 first saw combat in the Philippines, when the US declared way with the Japanese
in late 1941.

In the Pacific theater, the M3 light tank was co nsidered adequate other than slightly shorter
operational range. Actually its short operational range was regarded as a major setback in European,
and North Africa theaters. The M3A1, with an improved new powered turret with turret basket, was
introduced in 1942. In the meantime, development of M5 light tank, which is based on the M3, was
underway.

To avoid confusion with the M4 Sherman medium tank, the new model was designated as M5.
This new tank adopted twin Cadillac engines due to radial engine shortage. Operational range as
well as top speed was large improved from its precedent M3. The hull was all-welded, and the
glacis was sloped. From 1942, a new large turret with a radio bustle on the rear, was fitted onto
M5 chassis, known as M5A1.

The MS5A1 first saw service in North Africa in early 1943, followed by campaigns in Sicily, Italy,
Normandy:--etc. It also served with the Marines in Asia Pacific theater. Being a very reliable model,
6,810 M5A1 were produced, which is the greatest amount among US light tank production.
